On May 30, Shelley, Girl with a Black Dog, post-

ed on Facebook this account of her experience 

adopting Katie. 

     I took a trip back to my hometown a few 
weeks back.  You may remember seeing 
that I posted about Katie. (May 14 post:  
Katie is 9 years old and found herself alone 
and living in the shelter after her owners 
passed away. As well as she is cared for 
and loved at the shelter, she deserves to 
live the rest of her life in a loving home.)  
Well, I immediately fell in love with her. I 
mean, look at her sweet face. 
     It’s been a little over a year since my 
Tatum crossed the Rainbow Bridge, and, 
trust me, I still miss him something fierce, 
every single day, I know I always will. But I 
also knew Katie girl needed me as much as 
I needed her! And so she became mine on 
paper last week, but I was unsure how I 
was going to get her to Arizona from Kan-
sas, short of making a 36-hour round-trip 
drive. I reached out to a friend who works 

with rescue and transports and also to Pi-
lots N Paws, and I waited and prayed. 
     I heard nothing for several days, and 
then on Wednesday evening  (May 26), I 
received a phone call from a wonderful 
gentleman in Norman, Oklahoma, offering 
to fly sweet Katie as far as Santa Rosa, 
New Mexico. I was elated, and so emotion-
al at the same time. What a generous thing 
for a complete stranger to do! I have a won-
derful friend in Santa Rosa, so I asked her 
if she could meet them and then drive her a 
little way past Albuquerque, and she said 
yes!!! Everything was falling into place!  
     Yesterday I called the Wellington Hu-
mane Society Serving Sumner County to 
verify that we were all set for today, and 
they said the local paper and home town 
news channel were going to come to the 
airport and cover the story.  Oh my gosh, I 
was thrilled for Katie and for the Humane 
Society to receive some much-deserved 
publicity.  After hearing that, I reached out 
to a larger news station in Wichita and told 
them the story, and they wanted it also.  
Then another station messaged me--and 
also my local paper in Arizona!!!  
     It truly took a village of wonderful, kind- 
hearted people.  Please, please, consider 
adopting a senior pet, and know there are 
resources available to help.  Adopt, don’t

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The Run for the Paws 5k and one-

mile run was a huge success this 

year, our second annual running of 

the event but our first time hosting it 

in person.

     The Wellington Crimson Dancers 

were on site to hand out medals to 

all participants as well as cheer on 

our finishers. The weather was per-

fect for the start of the race, as the 

thunderstorm decided to move on 

from our area. Our volunteers were a 

huge help in making sure the event 

went smoothly. We couldn’t have 

asked for a better day!  

     The money raised will go towards 

caring for the numerous animals cur-

rently in our shelter. There were a 

total of 20 sponsors as well as dona-

tions from Orsheln’s, Dillons, and 

Wal-Mart.

Several of her fam-
ily members continue to reside in Wellington.   
     Sara attended Wellington Schools until she started 
becoming visually impaired.  For her to manage her de-
clining vision, her parents enrolled her in a school for the 
visually impaired but also reinforced to her that she could 
do anything she put her mind to and do it well.  That re-
inforcement has carried over into her adult life as she 
continues to take on new challenges.   
     Sara has always had a passion for animals and their 
well-being.  After completing high school, she began 
taking courses in biology at Cowley County Community 
College. However, those studies were interrupted when 
she met and married her husband.  They live in Welling-
ton and have adopted three rescue animals, two dogs 
and a cat.  
     Sara started as a volunteer with the Wellington Hu-
mane Society, stepping up to help the same day she 
dropped off items at our first in-house fundraiser in 2019 
and continuing to volunteer with dog washes and other 
events.  In addition to her job at the local coffee shop, 
Sara began volunteering even more frequently by walk-
ing dogs, feeding the animals, and cleaning ken-
nels.   She was spending enough time at the facility that 
Humane Society Director Jodie offered her a position as 
a Kennel Manager.  

     Sara eventually quit her job at the local coffee shop to 
spend her days with the shelter animals.  Sara is very 
passionate about making sure the animals are well 
cared for and know they are loved. She enjoys visiting 
with potential adopters and sharing her knowledge about 
the animals with them to help make a good adoption 
match.  

Although Sara loves every animal that comes 
through the shelter, she does have favorites.  Her cur-
rent favorite cats are Sausage and Troy, and her favorite 
dog is Kimber, mother of seven adorable pups.  Her all-
time favorite is a dog named Chisholm, who found his 
forever home.
